The U.S. Congress Debates Immigration Reform:

The Bible is full of stories of immigrants and refugees: Of those called to leave their home
and kindred; of strangers in strange lands; of exiles and displaced persons; of seekers for
religious and political freedom. They teach us to show hospitality to the stranger, to shelter
the refugee, to treat the resident alien with justice and compassion, and to welcome visitors
as messengers from God.

We know, in many cases first-hand, that our current immigration laws and policies are both
ineffective and unjust. Families are separated for years as a result of immigration backlogs;
youth are denied a college education because they came to the US as children without the
required documentation; men and women who have lived and worked in this country for
years, paying taxes and serving their communities, have no way to become citizens; refu-
gees languish in detention facilities; neighbors live in the shadows, reluctant to seek help
for fear of arrest or deportation; and men and women desperate for work die in the desert.

The U.S. Congress is now considering legislation to fix our broken immigration system. The
June 12th forum is for members of congregations throughout Marshfield interested in
learning more about immigration reform, how we can help educate our congregations, and,
as people of faith, how we can make a difference in the legislative process.
