WHY MAKE A FAITH COMMITMENT ?

In managing our household, we make many commitments. There may be the mortgage on the house
and perhaps a loan for a car. These are legal contracts we sign in exchange for an asset. A Faith
Commitment is different! Faith allows us to respond to what God has already given us - life, a Savior in
Jesus Christ and a Community of Believers. Our belief in Christ also gives us a promise - the promise of
eternal life. God makes many other promises to those who follow Christ. A Faith Commitment is one
way we as believers can respond and in turn fulfill a promise to God.

What does God expect? God wants us to be a Willing Steward, moved by the Holy Spirit and prepared
to share. As Paul tells the Corinthians about the churches in Macedonia,

“If the readiness is there, it is acceptable according to what a person has,
not according to what he has not. “ Il Cor. 8:12

God also wants us to be a Proportionate Steward. This means giving in response to the blessings God
has given us. As Paul tells the Corinthians about the churches in Macedonia,

“For they gave according to their means ... of their own free will. “ Il Cor. 8:3

As members of a church family, we are regularly asked to look at our blessings and prayerfully consider a
response. Many people do so, but do not put it on paper. Making a written Faith Commitment is
important for the following reasons:

1. A Faith Commitment shows that God is first in our life! This includes giving our heart,
our mind and our possessions to God. We build a trust relationship with God not by
accumulating wealth in this world, but by placing our faith in God for the life that really
is life.

2. Our commitment shows a disciplined response to God’s gifts of life and Christ. A
Faith Commitment is one way we show loyalty, obedience and respect to God.

3. A Faith Commitment enables our household to make intentional decisions.
Just as we plan for other commitments, regular giving to the church both fulfills our
response to God and frees us to use our resources in personal ways.

4. A Faith Commitment enables the church to plan. As a church family, we have expenses
and make commitments to others - leaders, lenders, suppliers. A commitment from
each household allows congregational leaders to responsibly plan for and meet financial
obligations which help us do ministry together.

5. As Christians we lead by example. If we are willing to make and fulfill a Faith
Commitment, we are showing others the importance of our faith. This becomes part of
our witness and our testimony.

In the weeks ahead, you will be invited to make a written Faith Commitment to our church family.
Please prayerfully consider your decision. Recognizing that circumstances do change over time, your
Faith Commitment can be adjusted in accordance with your blessings. Your participation and support is
important to our ministry.
